Sekretzeren J.Richter oplyste, at 15 lande havde svaret pd hans udsendte
referenceliste, og at der var kommet en ansggning fra Israel om rejselegat.

Kassereren P.W.Horton fremlagde regnskabet (vedlagt), der var nogen
diskussion om @steuropas kontingentbidrag, specielt Polen. Bidraget for 1991
blev sat til £ 1.50 pr. mediem. -

Rapporten fra de tre komiteer.

UDDANNELSESKOMITEEN. Rapporten blev forelagt af formanden H.Aget,
Frankrig. Madet i Luxembourg i september 1989 blev indgdende omtalt. Det
planlagte opfelgningsmede 17.-18. oktober 1990 er desveerre pa EF’s
foranledning blevet udsat. Den forste sommerskole med EF-stette vil blive
afholdt i Dublin primo juli 1991 og omhandle medicinsk fysik i nuklearmedicin.
Den naeste planleegges afholdt i Spanien i 1992 og bliver medicinsk fysik i
radioterapi. Det forste rejselegat var blevet uddelt til en ung tjekkisk fysiker.
Formularer til naeste ansggning blev omdelt (vedlagt). Udkast til EFOMP Policy
Statement om antal fysikere ved afdelinger for medicinsk fysik blev diskuteret
og generelt godt modtaget. Kommentarer og aendringsforslag skal indga til
EFOMP inden &rets udgang fra de nationale organisationer med henblik pa en
eventuel godkendelse pé fordrets bestyrelsesmade. H.Aget gar som formand,
og P.Dendy tiltreeder som formand og undertegnede som sekretaer.

DEN VIDENSKABELIGE KOMITE. Rapporten blev forelagt af formanden John
Clifton. Han efterlyste input fra medlemsorganisationerne. Den tredie
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europaiske kongres i medicinsk fysik i 1993 foreslds afholdt i Spanien
(Tenerifa) i samarbejde med den spanske organisation. Sammenfald med
andre meder skulle undgés, derfor bliver madet i slutningen af september bl.a.
af hensyn til HPA's 50 &rs jubilzeumsmode. Det naeste rddsmade i 1991 vil blive
afholdt i Wien sendag den 15. september efter det osteuropaeiske fysikermode
i Bratislava og fer den europzeiske radiologkongres i Wien. Samarbejdet med
EAR har ikke veeret tilfredsstillende, og EFOMP er séledes ikke med i
planlzegningen af kongressen i Wien. EFOMP bidrager dog med to forelaesnin-
ger (Harrison og Clifton). Arbejdet vedr. Q.A. i den diagnostiske radiologi
fortseetter med Kallinger som koordinator. Omradet anses for vigtig bl.a. i
relation til EF. En liste over videnskabelige kontaktpersoner fors@ges etableret.
En samlet europzeisk holdning blev efterlyst m.h.t. IOMP modet i 1994 - Nice
er foreslaet. | 1995 vil der vaere et made | Wirzburg (100 &ret for Rantgens
opdagelse), og i 1996 vil der blive et mgde i Paris (100 aret for Bequerell’s
opdagelse). Clifton afgér som formand og afleses af J.Rosenwald fra Frankrig.
Bergmann fra @strig bliver ny sekreteer.

PUBLIKATIONSKOMITEEN. Rapport blev givet af formanden E.Claridge, som
har bestridt opgaven i 10 &r og derfor gnsker at blive aflgst - det var dog ikke
helt afklaret, da det kreevede en afviklings/overgangsperiode. Det er fortsat
planen at udgive 2 numre af EMPN om &ret, selv om det efterhanden er blevet
temmeligt dyrt.

HONORARY TREASURER'S REPORT FOR 1989

Accounts are presented for 1989, together with the budgetary estimates
for 1990 and 1991.

The income and expenditure account for convertible currencies (Table
1) shows that the main account had a surplus of £785 in 1989. This
was a year without major activities and the small surplus indicates
that the capitation fee was reasonably set to cover costs. The London
account shows ‘a surplus of £148 but this is because only one issue of
European Medical Physics News was published in 1989. This is an area
of concern since due to heavily increased costs, the income from the
UK's capitation fees (IPSM) and advertising revenue only now covers
the cost of one issue per year. Ways of reducing the cost and
increasing the advertising income to enable two issues to be published
each year are being actively pursued. 0

The assets of the Federation in 1989 in both convertible and
non-convertible currencies are set out in Table 2. The closing
balance in convertible currencies is £9153, representing an increase
of £933. This provides the Federation with a useful reserve to fund
new activities before they can be attributed to the capitation fee.

It should be noted however that in spite of several attempts, no
capitation fees have been received from Israel and Sweden for 1988 and
1989. Council now needs to decide what action to take in this

situation.

A comparison of the actual income and expenditure in convertible
currencies for 1988 and 1989 and the budgets for 1990 and 1991 are
tabulated in Table' 3. In 1991 expenditure on travel for Committees
needs to be increased to reflect increasing CEC activity; this has
already reached £2000 in 1990. An estimate of £3000 for two issues of
European Medical Physics News at a reduced cost of £1500 per issue has
also been included. To meet these outgoings, a capitation fee for
1991 of £1.50 per local member is proposed. Even so, this will result
in a deficit of £500 if two issues of the EMP News are published but
it is felt that to increase that capitation fee beyond £1.50 is not
acceptable.
