There are openings for 3 new research team leaders within the Joint Department of Physics at the Institute of Cancer Research (ICR) and the Royal Marsden NHS Foundation Trust (RMFT).

ICR, together with RMFT comprises the largest Comprehensive Cancer Centre in Europe, employing over 3,300 scientific, clinical and nursing staff. The Department conducts basic research into physics as applied to radiation therapy and imaging and therefore has a major role in transferring basic physical science techniques to clinical applications in oncology.

The infrastructure of the department provides state of the art clinical and pre-clinical imaging and treatment modalities. Complex clinical radiotherapy treatments like IMRT and IGRT were pioneered at ICR/RMH and are currently performed with 11 linear accelerators and a Cyberknife. Excellent clinical imaging modalities ranging from CT and MRI to PET CT and SPECT are available in a prestigious CRUK funded imaging centre. Furthermore a new Centre for preclinical Cancer Imaging is under construction, with three floors dedicated to pre-clinical imaging and therapy research.
We are primarily seeking excellent scientists who hold a PhD in a relevant discipline, and whose exceptional track record of research (as demonstrated by publications) focuses on the understanding of mechanisms and improvement of oncologic interventions that employ radiation as one component of treatment. Respective areas of research range from the development of integrated imaging and treatment technologies, pre-clinical research on radiation induced toxicity, advanced treatment planning and modeling of patient outcome and related complex biological processes. 

These are exciting opportunities and we will be providing laboratory support – including staff, consumables and equipment – for successful candidates.
